Unit Title: Grandma’s Record Lesson Title: Proofreading
Student Profile
Grade Level: 3 Number of Students: 16

Pre-requisites or Students’ prior learning experience:
Students need to speak and write at third grade level English according to a United States curriculum.
They must have a good grasp of English grammar (especially knowledge of most of the elements used in

this lesson) and spelling and, be able to write paragraphs and short stories.

Objectives:
After completion of the lesson, students will be able to gain a greater ability to proofread paragraphs and

short stories by finding and correcting errors in their own stories.

Instructional Procedures

Lesson Content:

Class discussion about proofreading and what it is and why we do it. Identify the kinds of elements
proofreading can help make your writing better. In this lesson, those are spelling, correct use of plural
and singular nouns, subject - verb agreements, punctuation, content, and correct placement of prepositions
and articles.

A short paragraph containing errors is written on the chalkboard. Class corrects the errors following
the order of the checklist developed during our previous discussion.

We will have a class discussion about procedures and a question and answer period.

Students proofread and correct their own paragraphs from their free writing. When finished, if time
allows, they exchange paragraphs with other students and check each other's work. Compare corrected
paragraphs to original paragraphs.

If time allows, corrected and original works will be read by students.

Introduction Read an anonymous free-writing story from another class. Q&A

Development Paragraph from the previously read story is on chalkboard.

Practice Students help correct paragraph on chalkboard using elements identified in lesson.
Students then proofread their own free writing.

Reflection on Class Observation

I really appreciated to have the opportunity to visit Future Heir Bilingual Elementary

School and to observe Teacher Gerald’s class.

The target students were third graders and the lesson title was proofreading. First of
all, Teacher Gerald asked students what proofreading was and why they did it.
Teacher Gerald helped students to identify the elements of proofreading by showing
them slides. Students read out loud the elements, such as correct use of capital letters,
plural or singular nouns, subject-verb agreements, form etc. After that, a paragraph
containing errors was revealed on the blackboard. Class then corrected the errors.
They also began to proofread and corrected their own free writing with the checklist.
When finished, students got their original free writing corrected by Teacher Gerald. At

the end, students read their own articles to their fellow students.

During this period of class, Teacher Gerald gave students a very clear idea of what
proofreading was by class discussion and individual practicing. Students were
well-disciplined, fully concentrated and enjoyed the lesson. Proofreading is very
valuable when it comes to writing. Many students in my school are not good at
writing. Grammar and writing also bore them a lot. However, Teacher Gerald made
the writing class very interesting. What I have learned from his well-organized lesson
content and systematic teaching methods is really helpful and can be applied in my
future classes when I teach higher level students. It will be great if we can have more
chances like this to learn from many more brilliant and experienced teachers in the
future.

Subject Area: Windows to the Length of Lesson: 40 Minutes

World

Unit Title: Europe Lesson Title: European Colonies Around the World
Student Profile

Grade Level: 6 Number of Students: 15

Pre-requisites or Students’ prior learning experience:

The students have learned about European demographics and the various counties that make up Europe.
We began by studying the ancient cultures of Greece and Rome focusing on the impact that civilizations
like these have had on the greater world. The students understand the influence that modern European

countries have had on the world.

Objectives:

After completion of the lesson, students will be able to understand the extent of European colonization in
the world between the years of 1492 and 2011. They will understand where in the world the different
counties colonized during certain years, why the cultures in this area are similar to the various European

nations and they will know more about the state of the world now.

Lesson Content:

Begin by teaching the students about colonization and then, using a Power Point demonstration, show
them the extent of European colonization with respect to different dates in history. Once the lesson has
been completed, the students will do an activity that involves coloring different maps of the world that

represent colonization in different dates of history.

Instructional Procedures

Introduction Explain the word “colonize” and discuss what it means to do so. Talk about how
(5 minutes) European countries have colonized different counties in the world. Ask them to tell me
countries they know that have colonized different areas of the world. Use previous

knowledge to give confidence to the students in the upcoming lesson.

Development Using a PowerPoint demonstration with various maps of the world with different
(10 minutes) dates, the students will visually see the different trends in colonization of various

European nations between 1492 and 2011.

Practice Students will be assigned a color to correspond with a certain country and they will
(20 minutes) color in the different areas of the world that their country colonized in different dates.
They will then produce, as a class, different maps of the world in color that show the

colonization for different dates in history.

This is a teacher-centered as well as a student-centered class. The objectives for
today’s lesson are students being able to use their five senses to brainstorm details
about their topic and to use sensory words to write a description.

Instead of reading out the example himself, Teacher Scott let a student read it, so
that the student felt involved and the teacher could observe the reading
performance. The same technique was applied for introducing the guidelines for
writing a description.

The well-organized worksheet was also a key element to this class. The students
could have a clear idea of what he or she was learning. As time went by, the students
filled in the blanks, using one of the words they had during the discussion and a few
words they came up with individually after the brainstorming.

When talking about emotion, generally an abstract idea for ESL fourth graders, most
students had the slightest idea of what it was. Teacher Scott gave a few examples
using the word “feel,” a couple of students started to respond with their own
answers. It was even harder to talk about opinion, but teacher Scott successfully let
the students speak out their opinions about the peers.

Teacher Scott used graphs and tables to build up and categorize the vocabulary the
students need for writing a description.

One thing worth noting is that when talking about the most interesting place, one
student mentioned Cambodia, a country which is not well-known among the
elementary school students.

In conclusion, this was a well-prepared class. The students had enough vocabulary
and background knowledge or real life experience; the teacher used the right
questions to make students brainstorm and write down their own description in the

end. The students were all involved; therefore, it was also a successful class.

Unit Title: Heroes Lesson Title: Who is your hero?
Student Profile

Grade Level: 3 Number of Students: 17

Pre-requisites or Students’ prior learning experience:
All students have seen heroes in movies, cartoons or books. Therefore, students will use their knowledge

of what makes someone a hero and apply it in a broader sense.

Objectives:
Students will be able to identify and describe at least four characterisics of a hero. They will also be able to
extend their definition of what makes a hero, and explain the difference between ‘real life’ heroes and

fictional ones.

Instructional Procedures

Lesson Content:

® Students will be asked to name their ‘traditional”’ hero by means of a Q&A discussion.

® PowerPoint presentation to discuss people in our community who can be regarded as heroes.
®  Worksheets to reinforce key points.

@® Prepare interviews of a hero in pairs.

Introduction Q&A Who is your favorite hero? What makes someone a hero?

(5 min) Write answers on board in 2 columns titled ‘fictional” and ‘real life’.
Development Use PowerPoint slides to discuss ‘real life’ heroes and what makes them such an
(10 min) important part of our community.

Practice Complete worksheets and introduce ‘interview a hero’ writing task.

(25min) To do this, elicit possible questions to the blackboard before students start writing.

Explain that one person will be the interviewer, and the other will be the hero.

Present oral interviews in front of the class and videotape each pair.

Today we visited Future Heir Bilingual Elementary School. It was a
great opportunity to be in such a great school and be able to observe a
class. English is learned as a language in most public schools; however,
in Future Heir Bilingual Elementary school, English is learned not only as
a language but also as a tool in order to learn other subject areas.

This afternoon I was able to observe a science class given by a very
enthusiastic teacher. As we entered the science lab, memories of my own
middle school biology class emerged in my mind. It was a classroom with
large tables, water tanks were found in a corner, transparent tubes and
flasks were stored on shelves, boxes with mysterious materials for
experiments were stacked up in the darkest corner of the classroom. My
teacher, also a mysterious looking person, used to look up from the desk
with his thick glasses and greet us with his moustache that covered his
mouth and teeth most of the time. He was a very serious looking scientist.
But today, here at Future Heir’s science lab, a friendly scientist greeted us
as we sat at the back of his classroom. His big eyes welcomed the
students into his class, where transparent bottles were waiting for them.
They were about to make bottles for biology compost.

In order to make bottles for the compost, students were divided into
groups; each group is responsible for a part of the bottle that would then
be put together. The teacher explained in detail and with drawings on the
board. As he explained, he asked the students questions, to check
understanding, to bring in their prior knowledge, and to encourage them
to make guesses. The encouraging way of pushing students to think and
his enthusiastic responses attracted my attention. As a science teacher, he
raised questions to interest the students so they could come up with
hypothesis. When the students weren’t doing right, the teacher was still
encouraging, he said to one of the students, “You have a very good eye,
but I am not sure if it’s a straight line...”

After assembling the bottles, the students started to work separately.
Two of them moved to another table where left over vegetables and fruits
were to be chopped into smaller pieces for the compost. The teacher
reminded these students to be careful with the knives in a humorous way.
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Other students had to do observation, make holes on the bottles and tear
the newspaper. As they were working, the teacher asked more questions
and elicited answers from the students’ already learned knowledge. The
students looked through their notes and I noticed some of them were quite
advanced in note taking, which seemed to be part of their science lesson.
By putting together all the students’ answers, we came to conclude that
the ingredients for the compost were green stuff (fruits, vegetables, bread,
leaves, cut grass, etc.), brown stuff (dead leaves, newspaper, twigs, coffee
grinds, etc.), outside soil, some water, and the decomposers — warms and
bacteria found in soils.

This observation will take 17 weeks, the students will have to
measure the height of compost, pH of compost tea and compost
temperature. Patience and hard work are to be encouraged during the
experiment. I was very lucky to be able to observe this science class
where the teacher’s enthusiasm and encouragements were great forces in
the students’ learning.
